My husband and just returned from a trip to see our son and  I wanted
to share a few things...

We are just out of Parquet last week, however, I am over 7 months pregnant and this was the last week I was permitted to travel to Haiti, and we had the opportunity to go, so we jumped at it.

We met our son Nicco!! We are adopting from Crèche Enfant Jesus and this orphanage is amazing. It's located about 45 minutes to the east of Port Au Prince in the village of TiMache (not on maps). We always traveled with a guard and the actual orphanage compound is behind 10
foot tall walls with an armed guard at the gate. (Even though TiMache actually seemed pretty tame, they don't take any chances.) I don't know if you have ever been to Haiti or not, but the standard of care and cleanliness at this place is like I have NEVER seen in the country of Haiti-- ANYWHERE. They have several acres where they can run and play (and a playground.) There are animals like a dog, a cat, turkeys, and a horse... to get kids used to animals. The nannies are AWESOME with the kids, loving them and taking care of them. I think the ratio is 1 nanny for every 4 kids. They have preschool 5 days a week (even the 2 year olds!) where they are learning English. The kids are comforted when they cry, played with every day, bathed at least once a day. (In fact, every time a baby or small child has a dirty diaper, they give him or her a complete bath and change of clothes.) The kids there are very so clean and healthy. (which is not to say that they never get sick... our son had diarrhea all week.) They hang photos of their matched families over their beds so they can see them often. They really strive to prepare children for families.

I know there has been a lot of talk about reputable vs. non reputable orphanages and I just wanted to let you all know that Crèche De L'Enfant Jesus is amazing. There are several waiting children there who are visible on the chances for children website... a lot of 4-5 year old boys especially (but others too!)

I just wanted to share our experiences. Our son is AMAZING. It was a beautiful trip and we can't WAIT to bring him home!
