After a very long process (due to changes in Haitian adoption), Scott and Michelle Welling’s patience and persistence to bring their children home has paid off.  On September 27th, Savannah Ludnie and Jordan Francky were finally able to meet their parents who worked so hard to bring them home.  The first time parents spent 6 days in Haiti to start the transition of their new family. 
Now that the kids are settling into their new home in Odgen, Utah, Savannah Ludnie  (3 1/2 years old) has quite an influence on Jordan Francky (age 2 years). There are many times when Savahnnah will say something in Creole and Jordan will  perk right up and obey. He seems to enjoy pointing out suspect behavior by shouting "hey!" and then shaking his head back and forth saying "no".  When Savannah Ludnie plays with her food or when Dad demonstrates eating  a cherry tomato in one bite, Jordan does his job of letting us know with his “Hey” head, shaking “no.” 
The children got an unexpected first taste of snow within 3 days of arriving in Utah. At first they were timid to touch the snow, but over the next two days while the snow remained, they had fun playing in it. Savannah Ludnie and Jordan Francky are fascinated by cars and always yell out "machine" (or however you spell it in Creole) when they see one. They love riding in the car and have never fussed about being strapped into their carseats (as opposed to screaming on the plane ride home when they had to wear the airplane seatbelt). All in all the transition has gone very well.
